Federal Lands Work Group Update:
Protected Areas Database US 1.4 (PAD US 1.4) has been released and is available.  The Geographic Advisory Committee (GAC) has officially recognized the PADUS as an interim federal lands database. BLM is continuing working on and improving the Surface Management Agency (SMA) as well as eventually a subsurface management database. 
There is a team working on making the PAD US a standard in the FDGC through the National Boundaries Group  (NBG) and the Governmental units theme lead (Lynda Liptrap).
Next FedLands meeting will have a demo of PADUS 1.4
Sean Killen (FWS) and Roger Johnson (NPS) worked together for the PADUS 2.0 update.  Johnson (NPS) wrote a translator to crosswalk the data in FME  to make it easier to submit NPS data to the PAD US database and is working with Killen to repeat the process for FWS data.   They are documenting the process to share with other agencies to make submitting data to the PAD US an easier, automated process. 
PAD US program issued two new grants for state lands repository for state parks and state owned lands.
